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THE MOST IMPORTANT SUMMER FERTILIZER

Recently | was contacted by a lady from Centralia who contributed the following: Qast
summer my rose bushes looked horrible. By late August they were all spindly, the .
leaves were very small and they had few flowers. What kind of fertilizer should | be
using?OMy answer: vaterO

In the Pacific Northwest, we rarely get any meaningful rainfall from early July through
the end of September. The occasional showers, rather than providing adequate soil
moisture, serve only to ruin our flowers and knock our canes down. During this period it
is up to us rose growers to provide moisture if we expect our bushes to continue
rewarding us with beautiful flowers.

In order for our roses to prosper, they must have large quantities of food, which they MARILYN
continuously produce through photosynthesis. This requires carbon dioxide (COZ2), MONROE
which enters the leaves through microscopic pores called stomata. These are located HYBRID TEA

on the under sides of the leaves. When the stomata are open, COZ diffuses from the air
into the leaves where it is converted into sugars. But open stomata allow water to
escape from the leaves - a process called transpiration. So, in the open process of
making food, plants expend water. As the soil begins to dry out, plant roots sense this
change and send a signal to the stomata telling them to close, retarding water loss.

This is a protective mechanism by which plants sacrifice food production for water
retention. Over the short term no harm is done. On a typical hot summer day, the
stomata will be open in the morning when the plant is fully hydrated, may close briefly
during the afternoon when transpiration exceeds water absorption, then open again in
the evening. This is normal behavior. But if water is not added to the soil, the daily
period of stomatal closure will increase until stomata remain permanently closed. When
this happens food production ceases. The plant must then mobilize stored food
reserves (mainly from the roots) in order to survive. As these are depleted your rose
bushes will become spindly, the leaves will be small and the plants will produce very few
flowers. In short, they will look @orribleO

Sound familiar?

Expect this to happen in August or September. During this period, occasional watering
with a hose or water wand will not suffice because dry soils form an impervious surface
layer that impedes water penetration. You can observe this by digging down an inch or
so into the soil after watering. Below the thin layer of wet soil you will find dust in the
root zone.

To prevent this from occurring you must water deeply and often - probably three or four
times a week. The best way to do this, unless you have unlimited time, is to install an
automatic watering system that applies water directly to the soil. Avoid overhead

watering of roses because it promotes diseases such as black spot, and it will ruin your ASSO DI
blossoms. | use two types of irrigation systems in my garden b one employs metal CUORI
drippers like those we have at the Centennial Garden. The other employs little spray HYBRID TEA

heads that spray water horizontally beneath the bushes. Both have advantages and
disadvantages, but | prefer the second type. It keeps the surface of my bark mulch
damp throughout summer, preventing development of an impervious water barrier. It
also moistens the lower leaves, discouraging spider mites.

So whatls the most important summer fertilizer? You got it D WATER.
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RUMINATIONS ON ROSE PESTS

Most articles that address the rose pest issue talk about insects and include SPIDER
MITES. They rightly say that mites are not really insects. Instead they are relatives of
spiders (arachnids). This means that to deal effectively with a spider mite infestation
you need to use something other than your standard insecticide.
Treatments suggested are as follows: for a Qight infestationQ(usually this means an
infestation in some garden whose condition does not really concern you) you may
SOROPTIMIST @asily control the problem with a forceful spray of water to the undersides of the
INTERNATIONAL jcaves. This must be done every couple of days for effective control.O In my
MINIATURE experience this treatment is not really effective ® maybe because | have never acted
when | had a dight infestationQof spider mites. Time to get serious!

For real world treatment of spider mite infestations we need to use miticides. A
favorite of many rosarians is Avid. It acts on adult mites, not the mite eggs, and thus
needs to be used several times in succession. The old rule of thumb was three
sprayings at three-day intervals D lots of work. 1 just read the latest suggestions from
the folks at Rosemania (in the August ARS magazine) and they mention using two
sprayings at five-day intervals. Lucky for me that | read this just before | was about to
do my third spraying!

A product that is effective on both the mites and their eggs is Floramite. The
advantage is that control (for three weeks!?) may be achieved with a single spraying.
A new miticide that the experts are touting is Forbid. It works on both mites and their
eggs, has a longer residual life and is locally systemic so that spray hitting the top of a
leaf moves through the leaf and kills the mites that live on the bottom of the leaf. All of
these products (Avid, Floramite, and Forbid) are sold by Rosemania via mailorder.
See your ARS magazine for details. Be prepared for sticker-shock. Avid is $109 for 8
| ounces, Floramite is $290 for a quart and Forbid is $280 for 8 ounces. Doses are
| small, so 8 ounces of Avid will make 200 gallons of spray  enough for 20 or more
years for one garden. Maybe a bit of sharing (keeping the product in the original
container!) is in order.

There are more readily available products that also contain miticides. They are
probably not quite as effective as the three products mentioned above, but they are
MUCH less expensive. Bayer makes a product called (3-in-OneQthat has a miticide.
(Donlt confuse this with A\ll-in-OneQalso from Bayer.) Ortho makes a product that
combines a fungicide, an insecticide and a miticide. Ask your favorite garden center
for the current name (it used to be called Orthonex and may still have that name).

SWEET The drawback to Orthonex is the serious and irreversible damage it can do to one!s
REVENGE eyes. It is one of the few over-the-counter pesticides that carries a @angerQOsignal
MINIATURE word. If you choose to use this product, be sure to be very careful and to wear

protective goggles. An alternative that carries the @autionGsignal word (far less toxic)
is Immunox Plus from Spectracide. This product contains a fungicide that is very
effective against powdery mildew and also an insecticide and miticide. | just used this
product, mixed with Avid in my most recent spray (July 14, 2009).

Now that | have you scared of the spider mite problem and the solutions, let me give
you a few clues as to diagnosing the problem. The ARS Consulting Rosarian Manual
gives the following symptoms: (The first sign will be a lightening of the lowest foliage
as the mites suck the juices (thirsty little rascals!). If the affected leaves are shaken
(not stirred!) over a piece of white paper the tiny spiders can be seen as small dots.
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Under a microscope or a strong magnifying glass two dots are seen on the mite!s
back (hence the name two-spotted spider mite). Many tiny webs and eggs will also
be noticed on the underside of the leaves.O In the August issue of the ARS
magazine Ted Mills (The Last Word E On Roses) says elling signs of mite
presence include webbing underneath lower leaves and a graying discoloration of
leaf edges. Mite damage occurs in hot dry weather and can quickly move from the
lower leaves to the top of the bush. Needless to say, this is a very serious stress on
your rose bushes. Because of our dry and hot weather we may have lots of mites at
work this year. The only way to make sure your bushes donlt get stressed is to take
remedial action as soon as you see signs of a problem.
