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POINT DEFIANCE ROSE GARDEN NEWS

Tacoma Rose Society members were pleased to host a tour of the Point Defiance
Rose garden in late August for eleven members of the Kitsap County Rose Society.
The group arrived at the garden during the time when TRS members were
deadheading the garden and therefore had an opportunity to observe the work.
After some brief welcoming remarks and background information on the history of
the garden, the visitors were free to take a self-guided tour. They also had a chance
to visit with the TRS members who were present that afternoon.

Jo Martin, a long time TRS member, as well as chair-person of the garden advisory
committee, spoke with the group following their tour. Jo is an excellent speaker and

‘AUTUMN very knowledgeable about the history of the garden as well as all varieties of
SUNSET’ roses. The garden is always filled with visitors during the summer months, but it
SHRUB was especially nice to have members from another rose society come to visit. It was

a great opportunity to share knowledge and discuss favorite roses.

September 3 was the final day of deadheading for the 2009 season, and it has
been great to have so many TRS members, as well as friends of the rose garden,
come each Thursday afternoon to help with this annual project, which our society
performs in cooperation with Metro Parks/Tacoma. Some afternoons the weather
was not always pleasant, but still an average of sixteen volunteers showed up to
work, not only in the main garden, but in the nearby miniature rose garden as well.
A sincere thank you is due to everyone who helped.

Although the Point Defiance Rose Garden Advisory Committee members monitor
the garden throughout the year, they will conduct a thorough review later this month.
At that time they will determine which roses might need to be replaced next year.
This is the final column for 2009, but it will return in February to keep readers
informed about the garden.

ARS Election of Officers

There has been considerable discussion of the outcome of the election for ARS VP, a
position that automatically becomes President in three years. There were two
candidates, Jolene Adams and Bob Martin; Jolene won by a total of three votes. Bob
subsequently filed a protest on a number of grounds and asked for a new election. The
Executive Committee responded that the election had been certified and that there were
no provisions in the bylaws for holding a new election. Specific responses from Steve ‘OCTOBERFEST’
Jones, President of ARS, and Jeff Wyckoff, President-Elect (and member of the Seattle GRANDIFLORA
Rose Society), have been forwarded to all the Presidents of our local societies in the

Pacific Northwest District. Additionally, further explanations of the election process are

included in the most recent edition of the District’s Northwest Rosarian.

The ARS election process also included my election as your District Director for another
three years. Given that | was the only candidate, the outcome was fairly predictable. (I
had encouraged a write-in campaign for anyone else b but to no avail.) With the hope
that most of the district’s current board members will be staying on for another three
years, we will be looking for a few new officers; principally, we’ll need a new editor for
the NW Rosarian, and someone to coordinate the Roses in Review program. Lou Little
will move from editor of the Rosarian to chair of the Prizes and Awards Committee, and
Lynn Schafer will become the District’'s new webmaster. | would encourage anyone that
wants to step up and help us to contact me as soon as possible.

With a total value of approximately $86, the initial program has seen a renewal rate to HYBRID TEA

full membership of almost 12%. Because the strength of the American Rose Society is
based on the strength of our affiliated local societies, the Board of Directors recently
voted to expand the program to include all members of a local society who are not ARS
members for only $5. However, for this program to be successful we need to promote it
to our non-ARS members on an active and consistent basis.

Therefore, I join other District Directors around the country in proposing that local
societies formally sponsor (aka pay for) a certain number of their non-ARS members to
take advantage of this trial program. The only caveat to the prospective new member is
that they allow their email addresses be sent to the ARS for future communications.
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The reason for this is that if those who sign up for the program give the ARS their
mailing address only, when ARS HQ wants to follow up the 4 month trial their
contact will be through the US. Mail, an increasingly costly practice. Please
understand that ARS will never sell or otherwise release email addresses to anyone
else.

A potential problem with this proposal is that many societies don’t have sufficient
funds in their treasuries to sponsor new ARS members, or they simply may not wish
to spend their money in this manner. Therefore, as a way to encourage societies to
sponsor ARS membership, I'm hoping leadership will personally sponsor a number
of members themselves and then ask the society to match their donations with
additional sponsorships. The amount of your sponsorship need not be high, but your
willingness to step forward will encourage your society to do their part as well. This
program has the potential to add a significant number of members to the American
Rose Society, and | urge every leader D and every non-ARS member Dto get
involved. I’'m asking this in order to strengthen the ARS and, by association, your
own affiliated local society. We are the ARS, and we want the ARS to survive and
prosper. This program will help.

It was named in honor
of his grandfather.

This rose has
yellow bud that opens to a warm butterscotch opening.

You can get the complete information about the fair at their website
www.thefair.com. Here is the basic information from that website:

Three complete shows will be held, each of which include divisions for Juniors and
Novices. The shows are open to all rose growers. A society membership is not
required. An exhibitor may enter as many as 6 entries in each class but may not enter
more than two roses of each variety in a single class.

The first show will be held on Sunday, September 13, the second show will be held on
Sunday, September 20 (sponsored by the Tacoma Rose Society) and the third show
will be held on Saturday, September 26. Entries may be made the previous night
between 7pm and 9pm or 6am to 9am the day of the show. Judging will begin at
10:30am on the show day. NO exhibitors will be allowed in the building during judging.
Roses will be judged according to American Rose Society alphabetical rules. Entries
after 9am will be considered for display only. Entries may not be removed before
Monday, September 24.
